We'll introduce her in a couple of weeks, and there will be
a programme of events for parents to access. We also have some plans to broaden the experience of parents’
evenings, with other agencies and our therapy teams being available on these evenings. More to come on this
topic in due course.

Over the next few days, you will receive a letter and class timetable from your child's class teacher with information
about your child's week at school.
